#1 Rabbit Meat Pen and/or Single Fryer each rabbit 
must weight 4 to 6 pounds. Roasters are 6.1 to 9 
pounds. If they are under weight or over weight 
they will not be eligible for the auction on Tuesday. 
 
#2 To take a market rabbit you must also do a 
separate breeding (show) rabbit project and display 
and  show in the Sunday Junior Fair Show. If you 
do not show in the Sunday show you will not be 
permitted to sell rabbits at the livestock sale.

It is your job to at least daily (twice a day if it is 

hot and/or dry) feed, water, and clean up your 

exhibit area.  

 

This includes cleaning the boards under 

your cages, and raking under and in 

front of your cages.   
 

Supplies are to be stored above your pens.  The 

isle in front of your cages are to be kept clear and 

clean.  Wash and clean water bowls daily, Trash 

picked up.
