Meetings in July
On Tuesday July 21, 2020
The Bunny Hopper’s will meet again on Tuesday  July 21. 2020 at the Fair Grounds Extension Office, starting at 6:30 pm.  

This is our Rabbit Quality Assurance Meeting.  You must attend a Quality Assurance Meeting to enter a market rabbit in the fair.  Even if you are not taking a market rabbit or are a clover bud this meeting is good for you.
Remember…. at the fair
Meat pen and single fryer weights are 4 to 6 lbs.
Roasters weight 6.1 to 9 lbs. and under 6 months old

Under weight and overweight meat pen, single fryer, and roaster rabbits will not go through the auction.

You can enter 6 show rabbits, 1 meat pen, 1 single fryer, 1 roaster, and 1 doe and litter.
Cloverbuds can enter 1 rabbit, and must make a fair entry.
Remember: you must show in

the Junior Fair Rabbit Show on Sunday to have Meat Pen, Roaster 

and/or a Single Fryer Entry

The deadline for entering your livestock (rabbits) for the fair is August 01, 2020.  The entry form will be on line.  .  You will need to know some numbers:

3101 is show rabbits (you are allowed 6 entries)

3102 – 01 meat pen rabbits (you are allowed 1 entry)

3102 – 02 single fryer (you are allowed 1 entry)

3102 – 03 roaster ( you are allowed 1 entry
3103 doe and litter (your are allowed 1 entry)
103 cloverbud (you are allowed 1 entry)
Entries will look different from past years, and the code numbers will probably be changing

Rabbit Ear Tattooing
Remember all meat pens, roasters, and single fryer rabbits must have a special tattoo placed in their right ear.  This will take place on Saturday August 15, 2020 between 7:30 am and 10:30 am.  
Note: the left ear’s regular tattoo must be before this date. Contact your advisor or the extension office if you need assistance with the left ear tattoo.
Note: the left ear’s regular tattoo of your show rabbits will not be done during the market ear tattooing on July 15th.  Contact your advisor or the extension office if you need assistance with the left ear tattoo.
